EXW Seller delivers when they place goods at the disposal of buyer at the seller’s premises or another FAS Seller delivers when the goods are placed alongside the vessel at the named port.
named place not cleared for export and not loaded on any collecting vehicle. Buyer bears all risks. Buyer has to bear all costs and risks of loss or damage to the goods from that moment.
FCA Seller delivers the goods, cleared for export, to the carrier nominated by the buyer at the named FAS requires the seller to clear the goods for export.
place. If delivery occurs at the seller’s premises, the seller is responsible for loading at sellers place. FOB Seller delivers when the goods pass the ship’s rail at the name port of shipment. Buyer
CPT Seller delivers the goods to the carrier nominated by him. Seller pays costs to agreed destination. bear all the costs and risks of loss or damage to the goods from that point. Seller must
Buyer bear all risks untill delivery to first carrier has taken place. clear the goods for export.
cIp Samt as CPT - but insurance against the buyer’s risk of loss or damage to the goods during the carriage. FCA should be used if the parties do not intend to deliver the goods across ship’s rail.
If subsequent carriers are used for the carriage to the agreed destination, the risk passes when the goods CFR Seller delivers when the goods pass the ship’s rail in the port of shipment.
are delivered. These costs are for account of seller.
DAT Delivery to the terminal - unloaded / buyer customs clear cargo. Loss or damage to the goods, as well as any additional costs due to events occurring
DAP Delivery to specified place, not unloaded / buyer customs clear cargo. after the time of delivery, are transferred from the seller to the buyer.
DDP All cost + risk paid to specified delivery place, unloading at buyers place is not paid by seller. CIF Seller delivers when the goods pass the ship’s rail at the port of shipment. Seller must

pay carriage, insurance and freight necessary to bring the goods to the named port of

destination. Seller must clear the goods for export.
